Solving Multi-Step Equations (with the Variable on One Side)
1. Change subtraction to adding the opposite.  (Keep Change Opposite)
2. Simplify Completely

-Distribute if possible
-Combine Like terms if possible

3. Add or subtract the non-variable number from both sides

4. Divide both sides by the coefficient of the variable or multiply both sides by the reciprocal of the coefficient.
