Research Paper---How to write a Works Cited Page.

The Works Cited Page is the last page of your research paper.  This is where you will list the sources that you used as research.  The sources should be listed alphabetically.

Step 1—Put your bibliography cards in alphabetical order by author.  If there is no author; then use the first word in the title of the article; if there is no article, use the first word in the title of the book or website.

Step 2—Type the bibliography cards as the last page of your final paper.  For example—  

For a book, encyclopedia, or magazine:

Sheehan, Mister T. “Article Title,” Book Title; Publishing Company, City, State. Year published.

For a website:

Title of Webpage; web address (including the http://... at the beginning), date viewed.
Step 3—be sure that the punctuation in the entry is correct and exact.

Step 4—be sure that the entries are in alphabetical order.  For example—

Expanding L; http://ilovecheeseburgers.org, March 2, 2207
O’Malley, Ms. “How To Be a Great Writer,” Understanding Your Inner Shakespeare; Eastside Publishing, Braintree, MA 2006.
Sheehan, Mister Why I Love the Constitution; Adams, Madison, and Mason, Philadelphia, PA, 1787.
Stewart, Mister M. Memoirs of a Cold Alaska; Frozenfinger Publishing, Fairbanks, AK, 2000.
Walsh’s Favorite Places to Get a Flat-top ‘Do; http://www.walshieshead.net, March 10, 2007.
Step 5—Check all your spelling, including author’s names, titles, and publishers.

Research Paper—How to document quotes
· To cite quotes in the research paper, put the author’s name and what page the quote can be found on in parentheses immediately following the quote.  Any punctuation is placed after the parentheses are closed; but if there is no punctuation needed without the parentheses; do not use any with the parentheses.  

· For a book with an author
For example—

“Mr. L is the size of a small Cadillac” (Walsh, p. 309).

· For a book without an author use the first word in the title of the book.

For example—

“Ms. O’Malley only grades writing that uses onomatopoeia” (Students, p. 303).

· For an encyclopedia or magazine, if the source does not have an author, use the first word of the title of the article, and the page number. 

· For example—

“The math teacher’s reasoning is usually flawed when it comes to Social Studies” (Article, p.12), so we should not have listened to Walsh.

· For website, if the source does not have an author, use the first word of the title of the webpage. 

· For example—

The Constitution “is the most important thing that school teaches” (SheehanWeb) to eighth-graders.
